These verses constitute the core of Paul’s theology of grace that he returns to again and again. I often find it helpful to substitute the word “rightness” for “righteousness” to aid my understanding of Paul’s central point. 
When he says, for example, that “God’s righteousness (or rightness) has been disclosed and is attested by the law and the prophets,” what is he really saying? For you, is Paul’s statement that, “all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God” a cause for hope or despair?
Since Jesus’ death and resurrection has redeemed ALL people, why do we continue to make them jump through hoops before we accept or respect them? Pray today about how you will allow this fundamental understanding of God’s grace to shape your 
interactions with other people.
